The Purpose of this research was to compare the Autistic Students’ pictures telling
story ability before and after using picture books. Subjects were four autistic students. They
were in Mathayom Suksa 1 —4, of the second semester of academic year 2012, Ladplakao
School, Bangkok, derived by purposive sampling. The experimental procedures were devided
in to 3 phases, the Pretest, the Experimentation and the Posttest. These phases took place in
Thai language hours of each student.

Instruments used in the experiment were 1) seven picture books designed by the
researcher. The picture books covered 1) Happy Family 2) Let’s Merit 3) Share & Care
4) Charitable Deeds 5) Fun Party 6) Happy Holiday 7) Sound Health — Sound Body, planning
of activities telling story from these picture books. 2) Evaluation form for the ability to tell
story from pictures. Data were analyzed for percentage and mean.

The result found that the subjects’ picture telling story ability after practising with

story books (i =11.75) were higher than that of before practising with story books

(X =6.50).
