The purposes of this research were to develop and test the efficiency of instructional modules
focusing on understanding English Speakers’ cutural knowledge related in holidays in Core English 9 for
Mattayoumsuksa 3 students, Chomchon Tassaban 3 School, Nakhon Phanom province, to compare students’
English ability and the understanding in English Speakers’ cultural knowledge related in holidays before and
after studying instructional modules, and to study students’ opinions toward the instructional modules’
activities.

The subjects consisted of 30 Muttayomsuksa students who enrolled in the Core English 9 during
the first term of academic year 2003. The students studied 5 instructional modules. The duration of the
experiment covered 25 class sessions.over a five-week period.

The-instruments used for gathering data \were ;1) the instructional |/modules for teaching| culture
related in holidays of the speakers of English and teacher's manuals; 2) an English ability test used as a
pretest and a posttest ; 3) the understanding in English speakers’ culture related in holidays ability test, used
as a pretest and a posttest and 4) a questionnaire used for measuring students’ opinions toward the
instructional modules activities.

The t-test was applied to analyze the data in order to measure the students’ English ability before
and after using the instructional modules. In addition, the mean and standard deivation of scores were used to
evaluate student’s opinions toward the instructional modules activities. The results of the study were as follows:

1) The average score of the instructional modules was 77.50 percent; whereas, that of the
posttest was 75.83 percent. This means that the efficiency of materials were good.

2) The students’ English ability after studying the instrucional modules was significantly higher
than that before studying with the materials at the 0.05 level.

3) The students’ cultural understanding related in holidays ability after studying the instructional
modules was significantly higher at the 0.05 level.

4) The students’ opinions toward the five lesson materials was highly positive
