The purposes of this research were to find 1) supervision process of private schools
in Bangkok, 2) teacher’s performance of private schools in Bangkok and 3) the relationship
between supervision process and teacher’s performance of private schools in Bangkok. The
sample used in this resource were 254 schools under The private schools in Bangkok. The
respondents from each school were the director, assistant director and teacher with the total of
1,016. The instrument was a questionnaire. The statistics used to analyze the data were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s product — moment correlation
coefficient.

The findings of the research were as follows :

1. The supervision process of private schools in Bangkok, as a whole and as an
individual, was at a high level. Considering in each aspect, it was found that all aspects were at
a high level. The priorities were assessing, prioritizing, designing, allocating resources and
coordinating, directing.

2. The teacher’s performance of private schools in Bangkok, as a whole and as an
individual, was at a high level. Considering in each aspect, it was found that all aspects were at
a high level. The priorities were seek for and use information, development plan education and
activity of education.

3. There was a significant relationship between the supervision process and teacher’s

performance of private schools in Bangkok at .01 level of significance.
