The purposes of this research were to determine 1) The strategic administration of secondary
schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8, 2) The academic administration
performance of secondary schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8 and 3) The
relationship between the strategic administration and the academic administration performance of
secondary schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8. The sample consisted of 48
secondary schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8. The respondents in each
school were an administrator, a vice- administrator of the academic administration performance and
2 teachers totally number of 192 respondents. The instrument was a questionnaire about the strategic
administration of secondary schools based on conceptual of Phasu Decharin and Chiyawat
Haruethaiphan and the academic administration performance of secondary schools were in the juristic
basic educational school administration manual based on the concept of the Office of Basic Education
Commission, Ministry of Education. The statistics used in data analysis were frequency, percentage,

arithmetic mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient analysis.
The findings were as follows:

1) The strategic administration of secondary schools under the Secondary Educational Service
Area Office 8, as a whole and an individual, were at a high level. In order arithmetic mean from
maximum to minimum were as follows; strategic direction setting, strategic implementation, strategic
formulation and strategic analysis.

2) The academic administration performance of secondary schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 8, as a whole and an individual, were at a high level. In order arithmetic
mean from maximum to minimum were as follows; the development of internal quality assurance
performance system of school, the guidance education, the measurement, the evaluation and the credit
transfer, the school curriculum, the development of learning process, the development of media
innovation and technology for education, the learning resources development, the educational
supervision, the promotion of academic knowledge to the community, the promotion of academic and
support to individuals, families, organizations, agencies and other schools, the researches to improve the
quality of education, and the cooperation in academic development with schools and other
organizations.

3) The strategic administration and academic administration performance of secondary schools
under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 8, was found correlated as a whole were at a high

level at .01 level of significance which is positive correlated.
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
