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 The purposes of this research were to : 1) To develop the Computer Assisted 
Instruction Lesson aborts The Sexually Transmitted Diseases for Mathayomsuksa 2 Students 
of Watbungladsawai School in order to meet standard criterion 80/80  2) To compare the 
difference of the students’ achievement scores earned before and after using. the Computer 
Assisted Instruction on The Sexually Transmitted Diseases. 3) To study the memory retention 
of the student towards The Computer Assisted Instruction Lesson about The Sexually 
Transmitted Diseases. To study the students’ satisfaction towards the Computer Assisted 
instruction on The Sexually Transmitted Diseases. 
 The research consisted of 30 students of Matayomsuksa 2 during semester 2 in 
the academic year of 2010. The Student were randomly selected classroom from 
Watbungladsawai School, Banglen Nakhonpatom. 
 The instruments used for gathering data wear : 1 Structured questionnaires for 
experts, 2 A learning achievement test as pre-test and post-test, and 3) A questionnaires on 
satisfaction    to words the program.  
 The findings were :  
 1. The efficiency of the Computer Assisted Instruction lesson is 84.33/86.33 which 
is higher than the set criterion, 80/80.  
 2. The achievements of the students after studying using The Computer Assisted 
Instruction are statistically higher than the achievements before studying using The Computer 
Assisted instruction at the 0.05 level  
 3. After the exam, students memory retention using The Computer Assisted 
instruction notably depleted at to be depleted no at the 0.05 level 
 4. The Students’ satisfaction with the Computer Assisted Instruction lesson which 

was at a high level X = 4.41, ..DS 0.50 . 
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
