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 The purpose of this research was to compare the autistic students' social 
behaviors before and after using group activities. The samples comprised two, fifteen years 
old autistic boys studying in Matayomsuksa 2 of the second semester of the academic year 
2013, Rattanakosinsomphotlatkrabang School, Latkrabang, Bangkok, derived by purposive 
sampling technique. The experimental procedures were divided into three phases: pre-
experiment, during experiment and post-experiment. All of them were operated in the eight 
period of learning of the students. The research tools consisted of fifteen lesson plans of 
group activities and the autistic student's social behaviors assessment form. Data were 
analyzed for mean. 
 The result found that, the autistic students social behaviors score was improved 
after using the group activities, with baseline period mean 7.13 and post experimental period 
mean 12. 
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
