This research is Mixed Method Research based on the Quantitative Research
and Qualitative Research that has two objectives: 1) to study the knowledge and the
awareness in using Sufficiency Economy Philosophy for application in life. 2) to study
behavior in using Sufficiency Economy Philosophy for application in life of bachelor’s
degree student in Rajabhat Nakhon Pathom University. According to Yamane's thought,
The sample of this study consists of 400 people calculated by Stratified Random sampling.
Researcher collects and analyzes the data from the questionnaires with descriptive statistics
method i.e. Simple Statistics such as Frequency, Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation. In
addition, researcher compares and tests the difference of mean with t — test and One — way
Anova analysis of Variance by pair to Scheffe’s test.

The results showed that most students have a medium level of knowledge
and understanding in the philosophy of sufficiency economy and have a high level of
behavior in using sufficiency economy philosophy for application in life ( X = 3.81,
S.D.= .432). The behavior comparative analysis classified by personal status found
that the different age, accommodation, grade education, faculty of education and
education programs are different in using sufficiency economy philosophy for
application in life with relativity value at .05. However the results showed that
different sex and average income per month are not different. The variation analysis
between knowledge and behavior in using sufficiency economy philosophy for
application in life is not variant with relativity value at .01. The interviewing to
students results showed that the students have of knowledge and apply the philosophy
of sufficiency economy. They accept that application the sufficiency economy
philosophy in their life is good result in many ways, both themselves and to society. It
can help to enhance well-being oneself and get the knowledge to plan the way of life
very well.
