This research design used both of quantitative and qualitative methodology. The purposes of this
study were to identify ; (1) the components of social responsibilities in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of
the Office of Basic Education Commission, (2) the guideline of social responsibility integration in secondary
schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education Commission, and (3) the confirmation of the
guideline of social responsibility in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education
Commission. The research methodology applied three steps; firstly, analytical study of the components of social
responsibility in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education Commission, secondly,
purpose the guideline of social responsibility integration in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office
of Basic Education Commission, thirdly, confirm the guideline of social responsibility in secondary schools under
the jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education Commission. The instruments employed for gathering the data
were (1) a content analysis, (2) opinionnaire and (3) a semi structured interview. The samples ware 331
secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education Commission. The respondents were
school assistant directors, teachers who work for the student affairs and the head of students union. The statistics
used to analyze the data were frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and confirmatory
factor analysis.

The research results revealed that:

1. The components of social responsibility in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the Office
of Basic Education Commission consisted of seven components, (1) organizational governance, (2) human
rights, (3) labor practices, (4) environment, (5) fair operation practices, (6) consumer issues, and (7) community
involvement and development .

2. The seven components of social responsibility in secondary schools under the jurisdiction of the
Office of Basic Education Commission can integrate in school administration: academic administration, personnel
administration, budget administration and general administration.

3. The experts confirmed that social responsibility integration guidelines for secondary schools

under the jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education Commission were appropriate, possible, useful, and

accurate.
