The purpose of this study was to investigate the B.E. 2551 basic core curriculum
administration of Ratchaburi pilot schools.The samples were 4 pilot schools which implement the
B.E. 2551 basic core curriculum in Ratchaburi province. The instrument used to collect data were a
structured interview form and an observation form. The statistics used for analyzing the data were
frequency, percentage and content analysis.

The findings of the study were as follows :

1. The school curriculum formulation was arrange by specification of school curriculum
element, school curriculum vision, school core competency, student desirable characteristics,
school curriculum structure, school subject code, student development activities, course
description, graduation criteria, regulation of school evaluation.

2. The classroom performance was performed by designing subject structure and learning
plan based on backward design technigue.

3. The school supporting were provided to develop school personals, to support budget
and resources, to manage in participatory operation and to encourage school academy.

4. The school quality monitoring were operated by setting school supervision system,
monitoring school curriculum, internal quality assurance and research and following school

curriculum.
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
