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Studies on the subject: Married life before marriage: male/female undergraduate 

students. The aims of this study are to (1) note the decisions between life partners 

(male/female undergraduate students) before marriage, (2) investigate family lives of students 

outside of marriage and (3) offer a view of problems (between students in higher education) 

that may arise from the stress of family life.

The study will involve qualitative methods and the use of in-depth interviews. Five 

students found that the decision to marry was a practical one. Students viewed marriage from 

the point of view of love. Consultants suggest that friends make the best married couples.  

People are divided as to gender roles in Thai society. Students indicate that problems include 

sexual knowledge, unwanted pregnancies and the future of relationships. 

Recommendations for this study were as divided into two areas.  The first includes 

policy agencies that should determine a relevant sex education curriculum in primary school, 

cultivate the values of love and family support and encourage teenagers in families to listen to 

all good advice. The second concerns the future of education, which should study the married 

lives of male and female education students after graduation or those who are living together 

unmarried without the benefit of state or family recognition.  This latter group may be just as 

settled as those who are married despite the lack of a wedding.
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
