The purpose of this study aimed to research the comparative between vernacular
architectural of Tai-Lao and Tai-Korat on the same context of environment.

In the past, Buayai district, which known as “Dan-nok”, was the Siam’s tribute duty
gate in the time of His Majesty The King Rama lll. The “Tai-Lao” ethnic group was migrated
from northeast of thailand area came in to Buayai while the “Tai Korat” was the inhabitant on
the original site. Both groups have their own culture, believed and architectural form.

The case studies of this research are form 6 villages of 2 tambons. “Tai-Lao”
communities from Tumbon Semayai, Semayai villege, Yarka villege, and Donbok villege.And
“Tai Korat from Tumbon Dontanin, Thong Lang Noi vileged (used to be Amphur Dan nok),
Num ba villege, Baan Krung villege. Can classifier to 3 types, 1. High gable roofs single and
twin house (the site’s original type) 2. Hipped and hipped gable roofs house (Influenced by
the government officer's house) 3. Low gable roofs house (modernity style). Each types had
influenced by transportation development, so we can see through the building exterior, such
as materials and the roof’s shape, both “Tai-Korat” and “Tai-Lao” communities. However, they
have something unchanged about their communities. Such as the lay-out, planning which
designed through their believe, even if their habits in the house.

The relation between “Tai-Korat” and “Tai-Lao” had continuously happened by the
agriculture social. Both have shared and assimilated with each other’s culture, spoken
language, building technique. Nowadays, their architectures are look alike. But the Beliefs of

both groups are still unchanged. By maintain identity of “Baan Lao-Baan Thai”
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
