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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to sfudy the food beliefs
and practices of the Karens through thr roles and various functions
of such beliefs and practices. The research was conducted as an
ethnographic case study of dietary patterns in Bankleuw Community,
Danchang, Suphanburee, in order to understand essential cultural

contexts and related societal aspects.

All data were collected by the anthropological method throughout
participating observation, as well as direct and indirect interview
with villagers. The results pointed out that Ju-Ta-Ou was the olden
food beliefs and praétices which the people in community have
believed in for a long time and continue to believe in as the ancestor'
heritage. Their beliefs and practices played an important role in
the community and their way of life. Two general aspects of roles

are the emphasis on the individual's role and the community's role.



As for the individual's role, it was found that food beliefs
and practices are almost entirely expressed when a physical
weakness is envisaged. The community's role may appeared in terms
of manifest and latent fuﬁctions. As we have seen ffom the study

manifest functions include recognizing the people's new generation,

In term of latent functions, it was pointed out that Ju-Ta Ou
food beliefs and practices play a significant role in maintaining
social control, social solidarity, and creating some essential

ethical values‘relating with the seniority principle,
